RE:  Dues for 2012 

Dear Homeowner:

It is that time of year again. It is time to pay the Cooper Crest Homeowners Association (CCHOA) dues for 2012.  We have two pieces of good news for this year!

First, due to the efforts of the Board to reduce expenses, our budget for this year has decreased enough to lower the dues from $300 (last year) to $275 (for 2012).  Second, in response to homeowners’ requests to offer a payment plan, we are offering a three-payment option this year. 

The two payment options are:

1) One lump sum payment of $275 due no later than January 31, 2012.  Or,

2) Three monthly payments of $95 each (for a total of $285) due by January 31, February 29, and March 31, 2012.

We are happy to be able to give you the option of making payments this year.  However, due to the amount of extra work and expense it requires to make this option available, we would like to encourage you to pay your dues in one lump sum by January 31, since there is an extra $10 charge included in  the three-payment plan.

           POLICY ON COLLECTION OF UNPAID DUES 

1) If no payment is received by the Board by January 31, 2012, and you have never missed a payment or been late in making payments before, you will receive one reminder letter and have 10 days after mailing of the letter to pay the full amount of $275. (You will lose the three-payment option.)  If no payment is received after the 10 day grace period, your account will be sent to collection.

2) If no payment is received by the Board by January 31, 2012, and you have missed a payment or been late in making a payment at any time in the past, then your account will be sent to collection immediately.

3) If you opt for the three-month payment plan and miss the second or third payment, but you have never missed a payment or been late in making payments before, you will receive one reminder letter and have 10 days after mailing of the letter to pay the full balance owed.  (You will owe a total of $285 in this instance.) If no further payment is received after the 10 day grace period, your account will be sent to collection.

4) If you opt for the three-month payment plan and miss the second or third payment, and you have missed a payment or been late in making a payment at any time in the past, then your account will be sent to collection immediately. 

NOTE : The Board will no longer be involved in the collection of unpaid dues. So, if your account is sent to collection, the total amount you will be required to pay will far exceed the amount of the dues you owe at the time.  Not only will you be charged interest on the amount you are past due, but you will also be required to pay all legal fees for the collection efforts by an attorney.  Additionally, a lien may be placed on your home with additional charges assessed for the placement of and future removal of the lien.
